R. Palmieri requested clarification on the costs incurred by the spouses of former Director of
Education, L. Piovesan and Trustee E. Viana. F. Mazzetti explained that L. Piovesan and

E. Viana reimbursed the Board for all costs incurred for personal purposes, including the flights
and meals for their respective spouses. In response to a question raised by P. Houlahan,

A.A. LeMay clarified that Trustee Viana had remained in Portugal for an extended period of time
to attend to additional business related to the student exchange program.

Student Trustee C. Restivo requested information regarding which schools will participate in the
Portuguese Student Exchange Program in September 2009. F. Mazzetti indicated that the two
schools participating in the Student Exchange to Portugal in September 2009 are Bishop

Reding and St. Thomas Aquinas, since teachers from each of these schools expressed interest

in the program. She noted, however, that if the program expands in future years it may be
offered to students in other schools. She also noted that the information related to the
exchange trip to Portugal was communicated to students and parents through announcements
and parent information nights held at Bishop Reding and St. Thomas Aquinas.

In response to a question raised by A. Danko regarding the posting of trustee expenses,

S. Zucker, Senior Administrator of Financial Services, indicated that the report that was
presented to trustees at the June 2, 2009 Board Meeting encompassed expenses incurred by
trustees for the period beginning September 1, 2008, through May 31, 2009. This initial report
has been posted on the Board’s public website.

OPERATING POLICY HALTON CATHOLIC DISTRICT SCHOOL BOARD

OCCUPATIONAL HEALTH & SAFETY Operating Policy I-19
Date: September 26, 1995
Amended: September 6, 2005
PURPOSE

The Halton Catholic District School Board is dedicated to providing a safe working environment for its
workers/employees. All workers/employees of the Board must be committed to an objective of reducing the
risk of injury and illness.

APPLICATION & SCOPE

This policy applies to all workers/employees within the jurisdiction of the schools of the Halton Catholic District
School Board.

PRINCIPLES

It is in the best interest of all workers/employees to consider health and safety in every activity. Commitment
to health and safety must form an integral part of the Halton Catholic District School Board and its
workers/employees.

REQUIREMENTS

= The Halton Catholic District School Board is committed to taking every reasonable precaution for the
protection of all workers/employees.

= The Halton Catholic District School Board is responsible for providing adequate training for
workers/employees in their specific work tasks to protect their health and safety.

= Supervisors at all levels will be accountable for the health and safety of workers/employees under their
supervision.

= Supervisors at all levels are responsible to ensure that machinery, equipment and work methods are safe
and that workers/employees perform their duties in compliance with legislation and established safe work
practices and procedures.

= Supervisors shall advise a worker/employee of the existence of any potential or actual danger to the
health and safety of the worker/employee of which the supervisor is aware.

= Supervisors shall take every reasonable precaution for the protection of workers/employees.

=  Workers/supervisors must receive adequate training in their specific work tasks to protect their health and
safety.

= Every worker/employee must protect her or his own health and safety by working in compliance with the
legislation and with safe work practices and procedures established by the Board.

=  Workers/employees are required to report, immediately, unsafe or unhealthy situations to their immediate
supervisor or designate.

= This policy will be reviewed on an annual basis and posted in all Board locations in accordance with the
Occupational Health and Safety Act.
